Minimum eligibility criteria for qualifying in Technical bid:

The intending bidder must satisfy all the following requirements for qualifying in the technical bid.

The agency must have the experience of having successfully completed similar work as follows
during the past seven financial years (Enhancement at simple 7% per annum shall be considered to
bring it to the current costing level) in any Central Government department/ State Government
department/Central or State Government undertakings/ Central or State government autonomous
bodies/Public or Private Sector Units/ Private firms:
